We may look behindus. A

not at all reassuring.

We may look wffhinus. Tak-
ing refuge within ourselves,
in a type of psychological mo-
nasticism, is a popular avoca-
tion today, but hardly a suc-
cessful one. No person has
really succeeded in "getting
away from it all” by the in-
ward look.

A world that is glutted with
the grim news of contempo-
rary events, a world that
probes history for some pat-
tern of value and progress, a
world that plans furtively for

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vast social dynamics, a world
that seeks refuge in new
cults of psychology to eke
out some peace from the jig-
saw jumble of appetites,
urges, and frustrations - this
world has largely forgotten
the upiward look.

The vast reaches of the
starry heights will not whis-
per of the love of God, and
looking into its twinkling
mass, we will fail to be over-
whelmed by the love of God -
unless we have found God's
love in the One who came
down from heaven to become
one of us, who after dying
and rising for us, ascended
on high, and who will one day
return in glory.
