He has produced three solo albums, one with his band d'PaJo, which pays 

homage to the great Stephanie Grappelli (the d'PaJo Sessions, 2021) as  

well as: "The 25th Street Sessions" (2019), & "Justin Ouellet: The Covid 

Sessions", which was released this fall. He and his wife, Ann Moss, split 

their time between California and Massachusetts.
